Dear Parents

I am writing to share with you the findings and summary of the parent questionnaire from last term. Thanks to all parents who took the time to complete the questionnaire and for the very helpful additional comments. 

I have summarised the findings overleaf  and grouped the responses in to three categories. The categories have been determined by combining the strongly agree and agree responses in to a “satisfaction rating.” We have used a “satisfaction rating” of below 85% to indicate areas for attention and future development and a satisfaction rating of above 95% to indicate the areas where you perceive the school to be performing best. In addition there were three areas where the prevailing response was don’t know. The summary of responses to the request for 3 development / improvement priorities is also shown.

The full analysis of each parental response will be posted on our website and has been presented to the Governing Body and all colleagues. We have used this information in the preparation of our School Development Plan and will continue to monitor progress against these suggested areas for development. 

I am planning a Developments and Discussion evening event on Thursday 1st December. It will be an opportunity to hear a presentation on current and future developments and to work as part of a parent discussion group. I am hoping that this doesn’t sound too formal or intimidating. It is really an opportunity to chat through our plans and listen to your views. I do hope you will be able to join us. At the end of the evening there will be the opportunity to view the new sports hall. In the interests of being able to plan for expected numbers please complete the tear-off slip and return it to school.

If you are unable to attend I trust that future newsletters and correspondence will keep you informed of progress and developments.

I look forward to seeing those of you who are able to attend on the 1st December and thank you all for your continued support.
