Acceptable Internet Use Policy for Pupils

The school computer system provides Internet access to students for learning.  This Policy will help to protect students and the school by clearly stating what is understood to be acceptable use of the Internet within Bacup & Rawtenstall Grammar School.

School computer and Internet use must be appropriate to the student’s education.
Lancashire County Council filters Internet content within school.  Anyone found using methods to circumvent this filtering will have their Internet Access withdrawn with immediate effect.

Surfing for non-school purposes is not allowed during school hours.  Personal surfing outside school hours is at the discretion of the Network Team. Please ask them for advice before commencing work.

Copyright and intellectual property rights must be respected.

E-mail accounts 
· should only be used to transfer SCHOOL work between home and school or for school related work. 
· Personal e-mailing in school is prohibited .  
· Users are responsible for e-mail they send and contacts made.
· E-mail should be written carefully and politely. Chat sessions within web mail pages, should they be available, must be kept closed at all times. 
· As e-mail can be forwarded or inadvertently be sent to the wrong person, the same professional levels of language and content should be applied as for letters or other media. 

Users should report any unpleasant material or messages they receive to their Form Tutor or Head of Year. The report will be confidential and may help protect others.

The school ICT systems may not be used for private business purposes, unless the Headmaster has given permission for that use.  Use for personal financial gain, gambling, political purposes or advertising is forbidden.

The security of ICT systems must not be compromised, whether owned by the school or by other organisation or individuals.
It is the duty of all students to report to their teacher any inappropriate sites they find accessible on the Internet in School.  If a teacher is unavailable, please inform any member of the Network Team giving the full website address of the site where possible.
