Examination Certificates

Students should be aware of the following which is a statement from the Examination Boards:-

Certificates should be carefully checked on receipt and if there are any discrepancies (ie spelling of name, age) this should be reported immediately.

 If the School is not able to deliver a certificate to the student it will be kept for a minimum of twelve months. Once certificates are issued to students they should be kept in a safe place and looked after carefully.

If a certificate is lost it will not be replaced by the Exam Board.  Candidates may apply for a statement of results for their own use or request that a confirmation of results be sent to external bodies (employers, etc).  There is a charge for this service.  Where a certificate is destroyed accidentally (ie fire, flood etc) application for a replacement certificate can be made, supported by a statement from the relevant source.
